Proposed program

Day 1 - Boarding in BORA BORA

After being greeted at the airport or at your hotel, you will be transferred aboard the ROA motor yacht,
where a welcome cocktail will be served to you. Once installed in your luxury cabin, you will be able to dip in
the lagoon's clear-blue waters or taking advantage of the wellbeing benefits of a Tahitian massage. Then, the
yacht will head to RAIATEA Island. At the end of the day you will contemplate the beautiful sunset on the
flybridge with a cup of champagne.

Day 2 - RAIATEA, the sacred Island

After a night at anchor next to a desert islet, you will
explore this island and its magnificent mountains by
4x4. You will discover the famous Faaroa crater,
followed by a \visit of the "marae royal de
Taputapuatea" to immerse in the Polynesian culture.
Along the way, you will be initiated to tropical botany,
especially to the famous and emblematic "Tiaré" flower
and will visit a vanilla farm.

The afternoon will be spent in leisure and idleness,
swimming and strolling on the beaches. Before dusk,
the yacht ROA will sail toward TaHAA Island. Evening
under the stars in a quiet bay of TAHAA.

Day 3 -TAHAA, the vanilla Island

On this luxurious, untamed island, you will discover the unique black pearl cultivation. Then, you will be
invited to explore the emerald-green waters of the lagoon by snorkelling in beautiful coral gardens and
observe the many exotic fishes, rays ...

In the afternoon, the yacht will head to Bora Bora Island. During the trip you could try the big-game fish and
perhaps you will have the chance to catch a swordfish.

Day 4 - BORA BORA, the romantic Island

This island is a true jewel of the South Pacific : BorA BorRA which is well known for having "the most beautiful
lagoon in the world". Dynamic morning with the sharks feeding or hooka dive (surface-supply dive) with
tropical fishes, for a moment of intense emotions and sensations. You will start this last afternoon with a
walk on the land to visit the numerous art galleries in the village of VAITAPE. You will then enjoy a last dip in
the magnificent lagoon before the crew wishes you a safe trip back.
